The obvious answer is how 

he forgives and conquers our sin, but what about the little things? How has Jesus displayed 

victory in those parts of your life? 

 

6. In what ways are you praising God today? What has he done today for which you are thankful? 

 

7. Jesus will reign forever. How does this impact your day-to-day life? Are you ready to go there 

with him? 

 

8. For further study, read and discuss the following Scriptures (used in today’s message): Psalm 

22; Matthew 27:27-54; John 17:1-5; 1 Corinthians 15:3-8; Hebrews 12:2, 2:9-12; Romans 

8:31-39.
